Affordable Housing  

The Community Development Division is part of the City’s 

Community Services Department.  The Division provides com-

munity development planning, housing services, and code en-

forcement to enhance the quality of life for the citizens of Wil-

mington.  A primary responsibility of the Community Develop-

ment Division is the administration of funding received from 

the US Department of  Housing and Urban Development 

(HUD), and compliance oversight of HUD regulations. 

The Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) is used by the City to assist with com-

munity  revitalization and economic development activities.  The range of creative ap-

proaches to community development employed by the City is broad.  From revitalizing de-

clining neighborhoods, preserving the existing housing stock, assisting eligible citizens be-

come  homeowners, and supporting non-profit organizations, the Community Development 

Division seeks to ensure a better quality of life for all its citizens.  The City also receives 

funding for the HOME Investment Partnership Program (HOME) which is used to provide 
decent, safe, and affordable housing.

Minor Housing Repair:  Provides loans up to $25,000 for minor repairs at 

zero to 2% interest to eligible homeowners.

Home Ownership Program (HOP): Provides zero interest, second mortgages 

for eligible households up to 80% AMI.  Program includes homeownership 

education and counseling for homebuyers.

Rental Housing Incentive Program:  Zero interest loans of up to $100,000 per 

unit to support the renovation, purchase/rehabilitation or new construction of 

affordable rental housing for lower-income households 

$306,230 

Limited Assistance Grants:  Grants up to $5,000 for elderly and/or disabled 

home owners with incomes at or below 60% AMI.

Housing Rehabilitation Loans:  Low interest loans to lower– income home-

owners in need of  extensive housing rehabilitation. 

Community Housing Development Organizations (CHDO):  Support the 

efforts of CHDOs to develop affordable housing in distressed neighborhoods. 

Includes $116,000 for AME ZION Community Development Corporation.  

Middle Grove: Provides funds to support the construction of 75  rental housing 

units for lower-income elderly. 

Taylor West:  Located in NorthSide neighborhood revitalization area, Taylor 

West completes the redevelopment of former public housing site with construc-

tion of  48 multi-family rental units for lower-income families. 

Greenville Trace: Provides funds to support the construction of 8 rental hous-

ing units for developmentally disabled individuals. 

Cape Fear Housing Land Trust:  Support the administration of the newly 

formed land trust and the acquisition of land for development of 6 affordable 

houses. 

Housing Assistance Grants:  Grants available to assist with lead paint abate-

ment, voluntary relocation, voluntary demolition, and historic preservation.   

Also support Community Partnership Initiatives with grants to volunteer labor 

housing repair programs.

M. E. Roberts II Transitional Living Facility:  Provides funding to support 

the development of a transitional living center for ex-offenders.

Domestic Violence Shelter and Services, Inc.: Funding to support provision 

of shelter and services to approximately 100 victims of domestic violence.  Also 

includes funding for painting and repairs to shelter. 

Phoenix Employment Ministries:  Funding to support renovation and expan-

sion of office space to provide job training, counseling and employment place-

ment services to 150 homeless.   

Good Shepherd Ministries/Wilmington Interfaith Hospitality Network: 

Funding for supportive services to approximately 1,500 homeless individuals 

and families, including shelter, food and consultative case management towards 

self-sufficiency. 

Leading Into New Communities:  Funding to support LINCs work with ex-

offenders.  Assist 120 ex-offenders to find employment.

General Fund:   In addition to CDBG and HOME, the City Council appropriates General Funds to support 

the following projects:  Coastal Horizons, Child Advocacy Commission, Elderhaus, Girls Inc., Carousel Cen-

ter, Family &Neighborhood Institute, Kids Making It Woodworking, Brigade Boys & Girls Club, Food Bank 

of NC, Cape Fear Literacy Council, American Red Cross, VOA/WIHN and DREAMS.  Additionally, the City 

Council provides funds for the 10 Year Plan to End Chronic Homelessness and Reduce Homelessness in the 

Cape Fear Region.
