Offenses: Attempted murder, kidnapping, armed robbery, possession of firearm by felon, resisting arrest  
Summary: WPD officers responded to a residence for a domestic dispute involving a weapon. Arriving officers saw the suspect come out onto the front porch displaying a large knife, and then he walked back inside. Officers called out and ordered the man to put the knife down and come out. The man came out again, but this time he had a handgun as well as a knife. Officers tried unsuccessfully to negotiate with the man, but he went back inside again and returned with a woman, yelling and pointing a gun at her head. The suspect eventually moved into the front yard, still holding onto the victim and fighting with her. Officers moved in as close as possible and eventually found an opportunity to grab the suspect while he was struggling on the ground with the victim. When the man refused to release the handgun, officers deployed a Taser to subdue him. Even so, they had to rip the gun from the suspect’s hands before being able to handcuff him and resolve the crisis. The suspect, Gerald Leon Patrick, d.o.b. 10-16-1986, was transported to NHRMC to be checked out before being transported to the New Hanover County detention facility. He remains in custody there under $100,000 bond, charged as noted above

Offense: Drug possession charges and related
Summary: WPD officers accompanied social service workers to a local residence for a drug-related complaint. When the suspect, Lashaunna Johnson, answered the door, investigators detected a strong odor of marijuana. They obtained consent to search the residence and found 56 grams of marijuana, 4 grams of cocaine and miscellaneous packaging materials. There were three children inside the residence. Location:  300 block S College Road
Summary: An on-duty WPD officer was traveling north on S College Road when an intoxicated man ran diagonally across S. College Road, eastbound from Wendy’s restaurant toward University Commons. The officer swerved to avoid the pedestrian, but the man crashed into the side of the marked patrol car. He was transported by EMS to New Hanover Regional Medical Center for treatment of his injuries, which did not appear to be life-threatening. The WPD officer sustained minor cuts from broken glass. There was damage to the doors, windows and side view mirror on the driver’s side of the police car. A WPD crash investigator later determined that the pedestrian had been kicked out of a nearby restaurant before the crash. A cab was called for him, but he was gone before the cab arrived. The investigation is still in progress.
