We have received several follow-up inquiries about arrests Thursday night at 1115 Cowan Street, the location where yesterday a body was found buried in the yard. Basically, the arrests on Thursday night were irrelevant to the incidents that officers were there to investigate. Here’s what happened.  

On Thursday evening, WPD officers went to the residence to attempt to locate a young woman who had been reported missing. One of the residents, Andrew Bernard Adams,* allowed the officers to search the residence for the missing woman.   

While officers were at the scene, they apprehended two men (apparently acquaintances of Adams) who were trying to walk away with various CDs, DVDs, a DVD player and clothing.  Officers placed the two men (Antonio Tyrelle Heard, d.o.b. 8-6-1969)
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and (Kyperoo Gore, d.o.b. 7-3-1988)
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under arrest for burglary. 

During the arrests, a third man (Clifton Gale Herring, d.o.b. 7-3-1952)
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who was intoxicated, became belligerent and repeatedly refused to follow officers’ orders to stay out of the way. Finally he was arrested for resist / delay / obstruct an officer in the process of carrying out his / her duties. Mr. Herring became upset and struggled when the arresting officer tried to place him in handcuffs. A second officer moved in to assist, and Mr. Herring finally was taken into custody. Mr. Herring lists 1115 Cowan Street as his address.

Gore posted bond and was released. Heard ($5,000 bond) and Clifton Herring remain in custody. Mr. Herring’s bond is $300.

*Andrew Barnard Adams was arrested Friday night and charged with first degree murder.

An autopsy was conducted Saturday morning on the body recovered yesterday, buried in the yard at 1115 Cowan Street in Wilmington. The medical examiner has confirmed that cause of death was blunt force trauma to the head.  

The deceased has been identified as Latricia Ana Scott, age 24, of Wilmington. Her family reported her missing on Wednesday night.

Andrew Bernard Adams, d.o.b. 7-22-1956, of 1115 Cowan Street, was arrested Friday night and charged with first degree murder in the death of Latricia Ana Scott. He is being held without bond at the New Hanover County detention facility.
