Offense: Common law robbery with three arrests
Summary: The female victim, age 50, reported that she was walking to her car in the parking lot when a man came up behind her and grabbed her purse. She said the man pulled her to the ground, got the purse away from her and jumped into a teal green Chevrolet truck. A witness was able to get the tag number and follow the truck toward Shipyard Boulevard. A WPD Police Captain driving out of the WPD Southeast Station spotted the truck at Shipyard and College and followed it to the area of Oleander and Audubon. As he was following the truck, he saw one of the three men inside throw the victim’s purse out the window. (The purse was later was recovered). The officer initiated a traffic stop in the 3900 block of Cherry Avenue. The three suspects were arrested and charged as follows:  
 
Henry Logan Leggett II, d.o.b. 4-14-1987, and Callahan Sherman Seagle, d.o.b. 6-6-1986, both were charged with common law robbery and felony conspiracy. Each is under $15,000 bond.
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Brett Allen Holden, d.o.b. 3-12-1986, was charged with felony conspiracy. His bond was set at $5,000.

Location: 3726 Excalibur Way
Offense: Burglary, possession of cocaine, resisting arrest
Summary: The victim, age 22, reported that she was in her apartment and the door was unlocked. A stranger opened the door and walked in, but the victim’s dog chased the intruder from the house. A WPD officer responding to the call spotted a man matching the broadcast description and attempted to stop him for questioning. The suspect ran, but after a short foot chase, the officer caught him. After a brief struggle, the man was placed under arrest.  During a search incidental to the arrest, officers found a small quantity of cocaine in the suspect’s possession. Location: Avalon Apartments - 105 Quail Ridge Road
Offense: Armed robbery 
Summary: The residents of an apartment were hosting a large “Texas Hold’em” poker game (about 15 people) at the time of the incident. According to the victims, two or three men, wearing masks and armed with handguns, entered the apartment through the unlocked front door. The intruders held everyone at gunpoint and took cash, cell phones, credit cards and jewelry before leaving. During the robbery, one of the intruders fired a shot into the ceiling. The case is under investigation.
