NOTE: WPD investigators have obtained surveillance photos of the man who robbed the Family Dollar store on Wednesday afternoon (see attached photos). We know these are not the best, but anyone who knows the robber may recognize him from these images. Here’s a summary of what happened:

Time: 1:15 p.m. – Wednesday afternoon
Location:  700 Shipyard Boulevard (Family Dollar)
Offense: Armed Robbery
Summary: The store employee reported that a man entered the store and approached the counter. He demanded money and displayed a handgun hidden under his shirt. The employee handed over money from the register and the man left. The robber is described as a black male, 40 - 50 years of age, 5'10" - 5'11", medium build. He reportedly had a light moustache and some acne or pock marks on his face. The robber was wearing a green hooded sweatshirt with the hood pulled tight around his face, and yellow-tinted sunglasses. He may have been driving a maroon colored car. Anyone with information about this case is asked to call the Wilmington Police Department at 910-343-3600. The Wilmington Police Department is investigating a death in the Hillcrest community, 1402 Mears Street (main address). The case is being treated as a homicide at this time, although the cause of death has not yet been confirmed.
The call was dispatched at about 8:30 p.m.  Responding WPD officers found the body of a man lying between two buildings on S. Liberty Court.  The victim has not yet been positively identified.
