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GOLF COURSE

WILMINGTON MUNICIPAL GOLF COURSE RULES
USGA Rules govern all play

Pro Shop Authority
o The Pro Shop staff shall govern course operations and play at all times.

Starter—Marshal Direction
« All players must comply with instructions from the Starter or Marshal. Groups arriving
late for their scheduled tee time may forfeit their reservation if the tee sheet 1s full.

Check-In Requirement
« All players must register in the Pro Shop prior to play and must have their own set of
golf clubs.

Practice Policy
 Practice is not permitted on the golf course. Please use designated practice areas only.

Golf Cart Usage
 Golf carts are limited to two (2) riders and two (2) golf bags per cart.

Cart Driver Requirements
» QGolf cart operators must be 18 years of age or older and possess a valid driver’s license.

Cart Path Rules
« Carts must remain on paths around all tees and greens.
e On all Par 3 holes, carts must remain on the cart path for the entire hole.

Dress Code
» Proper golf attire is required. Tank tops, cutoffs, and inappropriate attire are not
permitted.

Pace of Play
« Groups are expected to complete each nine holes in no more than 2 hours and 5 minutes.
Groups unable to maintain pace may be asked to skip a hole to allow faster play.

Group Size
o A maximum of four (4) players is permitted per group.
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Yardage Information
« All yardage measurements are to the center of the green.

Course Care
 Players must repair ball marks, replace or fill divots, and rake bunkers after use.

Additional Holes
» Players wishing to play extra holes must check in with the Pro Shop before continuing

play.

Hole #9 Relief Rule
e One club-length free relief is permitted from the net separating the First Tee facility

from Hole #9 for balls coming to rest on the 9th hole side of the fence. Balls resting on
the First Tee side are Out of Bounds (O.B.).

Out of Bounds
« The white fence adjacent to Pine Grove Drive defines Out of Bounds (O.B.).

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Tee Time Reservation Policies

Tee Time Reservations
Members of the Municipal Golf Association (MGA) and Friends of Muni receive advance
booking privileges. Tee times are subject to the following guidelines:

Advance Reservation Eligibility
e MGA and Friends of Muni Members: May reserve tee times 8 days in advance on
Mondays, Wednesdays, Fridays, and Sundays.
« General Public: May reserve tee times 7 days in advance.

Reservation Methods
Tee times may be secured by:
e Telephone
 In person at the golf course
e Online at www.wilmingtonmuni.com

Booking Limits
1.MGA and Friends of Muni members may reserve up to four (4) tee times by phone or in
person up to 8 days in advance.
2.0nline reservations are limited to two (2) tee times per booking.
3.Online reservations require a player profile, including:
o Username and password
o Email address
o Phone number
4.Internet tee times open 7 days in advance beginning at 7:00 a.m.

Group Reservations

« Requests for more than four (4) consecutive tee times must be arranged directly with the
Golf Professional.

« Tee times may be reserved for two (2) to four (4) players.

« Single players may not reserve individual tee times and will be paired with other golfers
on a first-come, first-paired basis.

« Twosomes may be paired with another twosome at the discretion of the starter or pro
shop staff.
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Outings and Special Events

Advance reservations may be limited or unavailable on dates reserved for:
e Outings
e Tournaments
o Organized groups requiring five (5) or more tee times

All restrictions are determined at the discretion of the Golf Professional.

Tee Time Cancellation Policy
« Tee time cancellations must be made at least two (2) hours prior to the scheduled
starting time.
 Failure to cancel may result in loss of tee time reservation privileges for 28 days
following the missed reservation.

« Cancellations may be completed:
o In person
o By phone
o Through the online reservation system
« Ifthe course closes due to weather or unsafe conditions (e.g., heavy rain or temperatures
below 40°F), staff will cancel affected reservations automatically.

Municipal Golf Association (MGA) & Friends of Muni Membership
Golfers who play regularly are encouraged to join the MGA or Friends of Muni to receive
enhanced booking privileges and additional benefits.

« 8-day advance tee time reservations on Wednesdays, Fridays, and Sundays after 7:00
a.m.
 (Public reservations open 7 days in advance.)
 Official USGA Handicap
o Access to MGA member tournaments and events

Annual Membership Fees
o Municipal Golf Association (MGA): $35 per calendar year
o Friends of Muni: $100 per year

Memberships expire annually on December 31.
MGA membership applications are available in the Pro Shop.
